solitude and prayer, comfortable yet simple, that 
affords an opportunity “to be still and know that 
I am God.” (Ps. 46) It is situated on the monastery 
grounds overlooking fields and woods with  
several walking paths.

Amenities
The private, all-season, hermitage is located near the 
monastery’s peaceful woods and contains:

  bed, linens, blankets and pillow
  �desk
  �recliner
  shower and toilet
  kitchenette with a small refrigerator, stove,  

microwave and toaster oven
  basic food supplies, flour, sugar, oil, etc.  

and cooking utensils

A Welcome Basket containing bread, cheese and fruit 
is provided upon arrival. Retreatants may choose to 
bring their own food or eat their meals in silence at 
the monastery.

Guests are welcome to attend daily Eucharist and 
Liturgy of the Hours at the monastery.

Spiritual Direction is available upon request. 
($35 an hour.)

Information about receiving a massage is available.
